“Many Hands, One Mission”

“And you thought you came here
for a nice vacation, to visit a new country,
to hang out with your friends ...” said Pas-
tor Jose Rojas with a chuckle. Forty young
Canadians, sitting among the 1,300 del-
egates to the World Conference on Youth
and Community Service in Bangkok, Thai-
land, knew what he was referring to. Their
two weeks of service to the people of Thai-
land enabled them to understand that it was
not chance that had brought them to Thai-
land.

Eleven of the 40 Canadian delegates
left Alberta on December 17, 2003—choosing to
dedicate their Christmas vacation to the task assigned
to them; that of working in the communities in close
proximity to Mission College—striving to break
down barriers so that these previously unentered ar-
eas would be open and receptive to future outreach
programs. Elementary schools in two small com-
munities were the focus of this endeavor.

At the Mauklek Nai School, land was cleared,
garden plots were developed and planted and a mush-
room hut was built and stocked. But above all, chil-
dren were loved and they gave their love away. At
the Nikom Pattana School, the image of the school

Maukiek Nai School in outreach along with Mission College students. The
children were given lots of attention in the English

classes every afternoon, and once again, lots of love was shared.

A branch Sabbath School in Rubbish Town brings joy to kids that spend their free time working
in the village dump to help support the family. Singing songs, playing games, colouring together,
and giving gifts—all ways that the language barrier was overcome, and the love of Jesus was shared.
AIDS is rampant in Thailand and for religious reasons; family and friends shun many people that
contract AIDS. As a result, a visit to the AIDS hospice often means meeting people that are suffer-
ing alone and afraid. The gentle caring touch of another person, even a total stranger that doesn’t
speak the same language, means so much to the patients at this AIDS hospice.

Many Hands, One Mission, was the theme of the event that culminated the Thailand experience,

nd while it was a different experience for each Canadian that took part, every participant returned
to Canada determined to continue the Mission and use their hands and lives to share His love.

“I was not excited about going to the AIDS Hospice; it was something that I consid-
ered drastically beyond my comfort level. I had never come into close proximity with
anyone suffering from a terminal illness, so knew it would be life changing for me. Th
highlight of my day was when, too scared to know what to do, a young girl reached o
to me. As we entered the room that she
was staying in, I no- ticed that most of
the residents were quite alert and eat-
ing their lunch. I stood by her bed as we
sang our songs and shared a short de-
votional talk. Rubbing her back as we
sang, I took the oppor- tunity to look
around the room. Eve- ryone there
looked fine to me. It was hard to think
of any of these people as ‘sick.” The
truth was, however, that they had rela-
tively little of their lives left to live.
Thinking about this broke my heart
and just when I thought I couldn’t take it anymore, Bea reached up and took my hand
from her shoulder. She kissed it and held on, stroking my fingers as we finished our
songs. As the devotional talk began she cleared a place so I could sit on her bed. We
just looked into each other’s eyes, holding hands, and speaking words only our hearts
could hear. She smiled and looked at my fingernails, then her own. She was wearing
some glittery nail polish so I told her I thought it looked pretty! Somehow she under-
stood and got all excited! Bea reached back into the drawer by her bed and took out a
bottle of nail polish. Before I had the chance to decline, she was painting my nails and
blowing them dry. I then took a hair band off my wrist and pulled her hair up into a
ponytail so we matched.

Too soon, we had to leave and I was crying as I walked out the door. The only thing
I could think about was that what had just happened was a little taste of normal for thj
poor girl who will never grow up to know anything different than the life she is nﬂ(:'
facing. That touched me in a way that I can’t describe. What stands out in my mind is
that we went to share God with these people, but He ended up touching us through
them.”
